ROB RICHARDS PRESENTS
A CHRISTMAS CAROL, by Charles Dickens

Rob Richards, Instructor in Drama, will present a dramatic
reading of A Christmas Caro/ by Charles Dickens in
Rockefeller Hall, on Tuesday, Dec. 12 at

4:00 p.m. The presentation, free and open to the public, is
suitable for ages 10 and older.

Rob Richards has been a member of the Drama
department since 1994, where he teaches acting, film-
making, directing, playwriting and speech making. He has
also directed Mainstage student productions including
Hamlet, Romance Langnage, Tthe Crucible, The Glass Menagerie
and The Foreigner. He began his theatrical career as a
professional puppeteer and member of The Small World
Theatre in Hopkinton, founded by his mother, Barbara
Richards. He received his MFA from the Mason Gross
School of the Arts at Rutgers University and studied acting
at Carnegie Hall while performing in regional, summer
stock, and off-Broadway theatres.

Hamilton W. Mabie wrote of Chatles Dickens in 1914 that
he was “the prophet of the under dog, the advocate of the
waif, the neglected schoolboy, the half-starving and half-
clothed men and women carried under by misfortune or
weakness.” A Christmas Carol, the most popular Christmas
classic in prose English, makes the Christmas spirit “real
and contagious.” Throughout his life, Dickens was known
for his dramatic public readings of his works. His last
public reading of A Christmas Carol was at St. James Hall, in
London, on March 15, 1870.

Librarians, teachers and
students can now use the space to demonstrate searches on
BIBLION, the use of the library's numerous databases,
search the web, or use any of the applications on the
campus network..
